Cancer as Myth: A disease of cellular misinformation

The problem.  You or someone you love has cancer.  You want several things. 

· Make the cancer go away and not come back

· Understand this event, make sense of what it is, why it’s there, “what happened,” if not “why me?” 

· Make decisions each day 

· Be at ease, feel safe, not doubting that what you’re doing is the right thing

· Go beyond the illness and its impact to a life lived fully

1. Two kinds of truth: 

a. Scientific facts

b. Mythic Truth: Metaphor





i. Direct knowing, Gnosis

ii. Campbell: “A whole mythology is an organization of symbolic images, metaphors of the possibilities of human experience.”  

iii. Myths help us make sense of events: Myths make meaning

iv. Personal myths/stories about disease/self/relationships, etc.

ii. May not change biology

iii. Will improve quality of life

iv. Will help make intention harmonious with personal truth

v. Maybe enhance Qi or Life Force or Will to Live
